and purpose and to use our human and financial resources in the most effective way.

Your federation board of directors and headquarters staff are charged with the responsibility to look at SIA's
merging needs and opportunities. We look at the value of current projects and program and invest in new
ideas. What we have done in the past may no longer fit into the federation's needs, concerns, vision or

mission.

With the reduction in staff, those working at headquarters have had to assume many additional responsibilities.
However, the response to member needs and the promotion of Soroptimist programs remain unchanged.
Our federation is still experiencing decline in membership and poor return on income investments, but we are

conscious of spending and remain financially sound.

Our federation of 19 countries is spread into many different parts of the world. Communication is imperative

in order to keep our regions and clubs informed. Our federation website (www.soroptimist.org) has given us
many opportunities for better communication. Current and valuable information is easily accessible.

We are in the midst of our new Membership/Marketing Survey that will provide valuable information guiding us
into the future. Both quantitative and qualitative data will be collected from surveys, interviews and focus
groups. This data will give us insight as to the best way to approach recruiting and retention of members and
leadership development as well as defining our image inside and outside our organization.

Your federation board of directors are dedicated women who give their time and knowledge to set policy and
strategic direction. The federation board of directors makes decisions after inclusive discussion and acts in
the best interest of all 28 regions. The board continues to work within the SIA strategic plan to prioritize
activities and commit staff, volunteer and financial resources to develop projects, programs and services.
The plan looks at where we are today and where we should be in the future. The plan recognizes the issues
we need to address in order to achieve our goals. The strategic plan provides a positive direction assuring
our integrity both internally and externally. The SIA strategic plan, when applied to club, region and federation
gives Soroptimist membership a feeling of ownership and the ability to work together in a united direction. It
enables each of us to unify our approach to setting goals and addressing concerns in such areas as
membership, domestic violence, trafficking of women and girls, environmental and health issues, economic

and education inequities and human rights.

Volunteerism is needed now more than ever before. In many areas, the world has become an increasingly
hostile place. People in our federation as well as in other countries are facing many uncertainties and instability.
A sense of isolation, a decline in the economy, and threat of war has crushed hope and optimism. ~ Soroptimist
are not immune to these unsettled times. However, despite our own hardships, Soroptimists continue to

advocate for peace and harmony among all people.

Soroptimists are part of a vast network of women from 122 countries with common service goals. We
belong to a network that is truly making a difference, not only in the 3000 communities where local Soroptimists
live and work, but in all parts of the world. Soroptimist reach out even when we cannot touch...extending our
hands and our hearts. We identify the needs of others and we reach out to assist locally and globally. Our
influence and impact is in places and felt by people that probalbly you will never meet, but they know Soroptimists

have made a difference to them.
