We have set up a Strategic Planning Group consisting of a representative fron eiach Federation
aned mysctf, the Executive Officer. The proup have met and between February and the end of
April we ire gathering npuit on the draft Strategic Framewerk from the clubs and members via
the Federationgs. 1 hope that you have taken this opporiunity and have respended vin the website.

By the end vl May we will review afl the submitted comments and will cireulate 1 Sinitegic
Framework with the Board papers [or consideration af the Intermational Board in Glasgow in
July. What this plan will do is te sct out a timeseale for an in-depth review of all aspects of the
orgunisation. Please lake parl, we need your views.

In must areas the statistics on progress towards achicving the Milleniniom Development Goals
are alarming, flling short of wrgets in significont areas. Plense cast your mind back. What
happened in the UN Decade for the Eradication of Toverty? Nota great deal really.

We ure already two vears into the UN Deeade for Actian Water for Life and the problems of clean
water and sanitation are likely to increase rather than decressc.

Time is running eut on the Decade of the Culture of Peace and Non Vialence for the Children of
the World,

There are anly three more years. What has been achieved in the last seven? What has
Soroptimist Intsmnational done? What have your done? What do you plan to do?

\'-"Ehin some areas we can be pleased and proud because we have already made animpact. The
(-nn:.d Nations Decade (o itall Back Malaria, particularly in Africa, is designated 2001-2000 and
o this Soroptinist Tutemational has made huge progress.

Lwould like 1o thank wou for yaur support for our Roll Back Malaria camipaign and [or the funds
that you have contributed, So far £146,(00 has been raised. This is almost half as muich again as

was expected. It hns cnabled us to be centam that we con complete the basic projeet, but alsa do
strne extension work,

I have recently been (o the communiry in Benin to lmmch the Roll Back Malards campaign.
Benin is a beautiful country, nestled between Nigeria and Togo, on the Gulf of Guinen, 1t has 5
poplation of around 6 mullion, & tenth of whom live in Cotonou, the Lirgest eity. Bemin's area is
113,000 sguare kilomelres and ity natonal debr is around US$1.6 billion. [t is a country of buf
one which has great poverty.

The village of Za€ is some four hm road journey oul of Cotonow.. The main ropd s for

upproximately a half of the distance, the vest of the journey has to be made on unmade rouds of

velliny earth which ¢learly hecome impassable in the rainy scason.

The weeain is Aat and consists of maindy thinly woeded savannobh, with agricaliure inteispersed.
Zaé Is a commune consisting of several villages. People live in very primitive circumstatces.
Homes consist of mud and reed walls, often with thatched roofs. There is no runmng water i
mayhe there will be o well within half an hour’s walking distanee.

The healtheare facilities are extremely basic. The Health Centre consists of two sections: a
maternity wing and an arca for dealing with gereral, evervday medical prohlems. The building
was not in any way fit for purpose, having four rusty beds, no protection agninst mosguitoes,
no medieal equipment, no sterilisation resources, and barcly enough medicine (o mest everyiday
nged. On visiting the matemity wing | was able to meet-with five young women who were due to
give birth or had recently had babies. The raining of the medical stalT was oially inadequaic as
one youlg woman. aged 27, had given birth to twing, these heing her sixth and seventh children.
e of the twins was jaundiced and not leeding and neither the young mum nor the midwile had
any teal ides as to how 1o et the child o cat. This situstion was remedied by one of the Benin
Soroplimists who 15 o paediatrician and shie organised appropriate medical cave.

On the day that we were 1o launch the Roll Back Malania project and begin the disribution of bed
nets, some 600 women and ther chaldren artived at the compound hoping o receive a net. Those
women had walked long distanees wnd were prepared 1o stand for Tour hours oul e the sun L
receive a bed nel, which was a value of e isore than USSS.

These women have very fow possessions and live an existence that we waould probably not be able
to boar: Each day their prime concern is to find enough food to feed the fanmily and (o try (o obtan
enough elean water to maintain the householl. These tasks are very anduvus and time-consuming.

Many ol the children | sow were suffermg from the after-cfiects of mosquito bites and | can only
s that will now pervade the community with the nse of the bod nets.
Children will be able o live much healthier lifestyles, mathers will not be sick fram repeated
bawts of malera, infant morcality should be reduced and, as the ehildren eun go w sehuel, mothers

reinfonee the greal advanty

can work.

is the hasis [or Tifting (he population out of the abject poverty in which they find themselves.

Onee apain, my sincere thanks 1o all of you for having such a profound impact on the hves of the
villagers.

t
As we have money in excess we hope to be able 1o improve the complete infrastuciure of the
village by providing sdditional health and medical care and enhancing education facilities, so that
the journey out of poverty con be affected moch more speedily.

The projects of Soroptimist International umite the membership, They give us & corporate identity
by which the world ean recognise sur organisalion.

1 have visited our Project Independence in Rawanda. Twas privileged o meel the bramee winmen
when they were undertaking classes in sewing, knitting, card, candle and soup making and
leaming reneral business and communication skitls.

Wonnen will travel for several hows by very crowded public transpon and, in the main. throngh
walking many mi
visit 1 was privileged to attend o praduation eeremony oul in one ol the wllages. It was o buge

5 10 el 1o the eentral compound where the education tukes place. During my

delight to sce the women receiving their certificates. We sat under a very large tree in the warm
sunshine, each woman dressed m her hest clothes, telling vs a little bit about herself and why she
found the traming to be of such great benefit.

1 also visited the hoie of one of the women, agaim travelled aver rough terrain in g motorisced
vehicle and then walked for some 30 mrinutes to the lady's house. On arrdval she was extremely
proud 1o show us her home, which consisted again of mud and reed walls. But this lady had
started o successful business and had managed to save some momey. With this money she had
bought metal sheets to put on the roof so that her family would be protecied from the rainfall
during the wer senson. The family consisted of o grandmother and two very young children.
Within the house there were no possessions other than a very rouph chair that prandma sat on and
twir sleeping pallets,

Outside the lady was very proud to show us her cow and her goats beeause she was now able to
provide milk and ment, as well as vegetables whish she grew in & plot of land ta the side of her
hame, ind therefore conld provide & more halanced meal for her family, The cooking pot and the
four plates that they possessed were all housed outside the main hut in the yard. One of the most
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profound things that L will remember is seeing this lady's wardrobe,

In a few short months we will be enjoying our luternational Convention in Glasgow, FPlease do
come and join us al our Convention - this is & marvellous opporunity to have your say on our
strategic fistare aid in definiig our programme for the next four yoars.

The Tniernational Convention is apen to every single member of Soroptimist International,
irrespective of Federations

As a result of this project poor people, and especially the most vulnerable, will have mereased
access Lo safe drinking water and preper sanitation facilities, as well us recciving improved and
timely public health services from their local government. We will have items on sale at the
Convention o raise the funds, Please visit the stall and give gencrously for this essential projeet.

We must oot underestimate the imporiance of the environment and projects to bring about
sustainable development. One of the Millennium Development Goals is to reduce hy half the
proportion of peopls without seeess to safe drinking water. Soroptimist International is similar
to water in that we permeate most arcas of the globe and bring beaefits 1o humanity,  But
equally humanity is like a walking river. Fuch of us is o steady flow of unseen water in necd
of replenishment, The human body is 70%, water. When the percentage of water in our hody
changes it affects our health, for example use 1% of our body’s water andl we focl thirsty, use 5%
anil we will have a fever, use 1% we will not be able to move and st 12% loss of water, death is
Incvitable. may occur

Although our bodies use water in the same ways, people in diffescot parts of the world nse vastly
different amounts of witer in their daily lives:

A Masai person in Kenyva uses 3 gallens per day

An average persan in Lodia uses 14 gallons per duy

In Japan we use 77 oallons per person per day

An American uses 132 gallons per day

The [ormer TN Secretary General, Kefi Annan, said “No single measure would do more to reduce
discase and save lives in the developing workl than bringing salie water and adequale sanitation to
all". Llygicne and sanitation are important to all of us, whether we live in an emerging country or
in the developed world. ~

Al of us are currently concerned abeut cleanliness of hospitals and some years ago in the
UK there was s similar concern about the standard ol hygiene i our schools. 56 greal was

I am delighted fo be here at the Taiwan Region Conference, 1t is indeed
very exciting for me to be lere with vou. Today I hope to give you an
update on all the exciting work happening in SIA.

I recently heard a greal quote that goes, “Too many women in too many
countries speak the same language — silence!”

That quote addiesses our mission of improving the lives of women
and girls in our local community and throughout the world. Being
international, our mission goes beyond borders. As your Federation
President, T am ever mindful of my global perspective and obligation,
together with your board, to deliberate on how to spend our precious
resources for the women and gitls worldwide who have no voice at all,

Did you know that:

% Of the 1.2 billion people worldwide living in abject poverty, on less
that $1 a day, 70% are women.

*One in 3 women have been beaten, coerced into sex or otherwise abused
in their lifetime:

# 80% of the 600,000 -800,000 people trafficked across international
borders annually are female,

* Women work 2/3 of the world’s worling hours but earn only 10% of
the world's income, and own less than 1% of the world’s property.

*#2/3 of the 880 million illiterate adults are women and 60% of the 110
million children not in school are girls.

*Ounly 15% of parliamentary seats and 6% of cabinet posts worldwide are
held by women,

% In sub-Saharan Africa, 2 woman faces a 1 in 13 chances of dying
in childbirth, and 2 million girls and women are subjected to female
genitalia mutilation every year.

These statistics clearly underscore the relevance of our mission and the
need for our programs. Women throughout the world benefited from our
excellent programs. During 2005-2006, we can report the following:

* 923 clubs participated in our Women Opportunity Awards pragram.
$1,114,807 was disbursed and more than 1,000 women's lives were
transformed. An average of $1,059 cost per life change. Our Region
Governor Tina Wei-Kang Pan (ells us that in 2005 52% of the chibs
participated. [n 2006 38% participated. This year that number has grown
W0 71%. Next year I'm sure it will be a resounding 100%.

* 34 club projects received $223,000 in funding throngh the Soroptimist
club grants for women and girls program. 2,930 women and girls
received carecr counseling, skill building and personal development
training, 2,057 domestic violence and sexual assault victims received
shelter, counseling and support. 358 adolescent girls were educated about
the challenges of teen motherhood. 57 low income women received free

dental care. And 1 new domestic violence shelter was built. More than
5,300 women and girls were helped at a cost per life change of $41.98,

To give an example, in 2005-2006, 51 Taipei Hsin-Y1 received 53,500
for the “Afler School Tutarial™, a project which provides futoring in

mathematics and English to sixty teenage girls living in poverty.

*S0 far this year, STA disbursed almost $200,000 to 8 organizations,
regions or clubs through the Soroptimist Disaster Reliel Grants program,
278 women received employment training, 2,500 women received
access to health care. 5,250 girls received immediate relief, life skills and
vacational fraining, and access to education,

# The total number of women and girls helped comes to 8,028, More than
8,000 women and girls were helped at & cost per life change of $24.08.

# 395 gutstanding women were honored with the Making a Difference
for Women Award last year, with $59,684 donated to the recipients’
charitable orpanizations. And 228 clubs received media attenticihn for their
participation in this program.

Nearly 15,000 women and girls were reached through these four
programs in just one year! Amazing isn’t it?

Of course, we have several other SIA and ST projects that help women
and girls including SIA’s Violet Richardson Award and the Soroptimist
Workplace Campaign to End Domestic Violence, and 8T's Project
Independence: Women Survivors of War and the annual December 10
Appeal. Currently, STA has reached its goal and raised more than $1.4
million for Project Independence. Clearly, we are making great sirides
toward achieving our mission and we should all feel good about that.
Our Region Governor Tina Wei-Kang Pac, She lells us that in 2005 10%
participated. In 2006 we had an increase of 14% who participated.

For many years we have discussed the need to do a hetter job telling
our story to the world. The lack ol a strong public presence makes it
extremely difficult to attract new members, ¢orporate sponsors and
fundraising dollars. Toward this end, your federation has undertaken
some bold new initiative.

Tao help with our publicity efforts, Soroptimist recently hired
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Steege/Thomson, a full service marketing communications firm with

a non-profit focus. Steege/Thomson is leveraging the “Live Your
Dream Campaign™ and our awards programs will position SIA as an
organization worthy of media attention. The practice of public relations
is @ lime-consuming, painstaking and expensive process, but one that is
vital to the success of our organization,

Steege Thomson 1s exploring the use of new media to advance SIA°

s goals. The launch this year of the Live Your Dream wehsite is our

first attempt to form an online community. [n the changing world of
technology, traditional marketing tactics are no longer sufficient to

build public exposure. The idea of the site is to engage members, attract
non-members and domnors, and build a rapport with the media. It you aren
't familiar with blogs, wikis, podeasts and other forms of “new media”,
don’t worry, Your Board, Staff and its Consultants are leading the charge
into this brave new world because we believe it holds great potential for
us.

We ure a membership organization, and as such SIA is always working
to improve the membership experience. We have an obligation to provide
out metnbers with products and services that are useful, meaningful

and unique to our membership. Now we use online surveys to ascertain
basic information about our members. Soroptimist headquarters uses

the information compiled through the monthly Soroptimist Snapshop
surveys solely to develop products, services and partmerships that enrich
the membership experience. To view survey reperts and see how we

are using your responses to shape strategies and services, go to the
members-only-section of the website. Remember, surveys are conducted
electronically, so it you want to participate, make sure your email address
is on file at headquarters.

Many resources have been developed and updated to help clubs with
traditional recruitment and retention efforts. These materials are
downloadable from the members-only website ar any time of the day or
night and arc available without charge. Resources include:

T-minute DVD, entitle “Soroptimist Helping Women and Girls Live
Their Dreams™.

And last, but certainly not |gast, we come to fundraising. We are excited
to report on our latest fundraising strategy, which is the aggressive pursuit
of corporate partners and sponsors. In addition to the intrinsic advantages
of these pursuits, partnering with large well-known organizations helps
to increase the Soroptimist brand which in turn drives memberghip and
public awareness towards our very important mission.

Soroptimist has employed the assistance of IEG, a leading sponsorship
consultant, to assist in valuing the Soroptimist brand and provide
amdelines tor developing a sucecssful program. Rest assured that as per
our SIA bylaws, our organization will not endorse any product or service

through ils subsequent marketing campaigns, nor will the mailing list for
our members be sold to any outside vendors.

Members will begin to receive offers and additional communication
from select partner organizations. All communications are pre-approved
based on guidelines adopted by the Board of Directors and reviewed by
Soroptimist headquarters staff. Members will have the option to opt-out
of any maihng they do not wish to be part of. But we do hope you will
support the organizations that have sponsored Soroptimist, making us
their charity of choice.

We are pleased to report that Pink Magazine has agreed to a media
parinership with SIA. Pink is “the” magazine for today’s busy
professional women, and the media pariner to help Seroptimist promote
economic empowerment for women. This partnership is an in-kind mediz
purchase for Soroplimist, so members can look forward (o sceing lots '
of new Soroptimist advertisements over the next 2 years.

We are very cxeited by our new fundraising strategies. Obviously
it continucs to be important to fundraise through the Annual Club
Campaign, which is our clubs” opportunity to support SIA programs by
sharing a portion of their local fimdraising efforts. Now we know that you
would all like to keep your money locally, but did you know that your
gift to the Annual Club Campaign comes back to the clubs and regions

in fhe form of awards and programs? Did you know that your gift helps

1 Women’s Opportunity Awards recipient who may live half way across
the world? Think of your region’s Women's Opportunity Award recipient.
Multiply her feelings of joy and accomplishment by all the recipients
throughout the federation. Do you see how we can make a bigger impact
collectively? We absolutcly cannot do it without your help!

We suggest that clubs allocate at least 10% of their elub’s annual
fundraising efforts for the Annual Club Campaign. The campaign ends

As you can see, there is much happening and much to be proud of in the

. four areas of our Renaissance Campaign — program, membership, public

awareness and fundraising.

While maybe not quite as exciting, there are a few housekeeping items [
would like to share with your clubs and members:

* The approved ducs increase will go into effect for 2007-2008 by July
1*'. The amount for regular, retired/unemployed and embarking members
i USS44, magazine included. Life members (prior to July 1, 2001), pays
$10 with no magazine. New members dues will be prorated quarterly:
the remstatement fee remains at $10 and the new member fee remains at
$7.50.

* £300 should be budgeted to pay the mandatory convention fee (due
March 2008) regardless of whether or not the club plans to send 4
delegate to Taipei, Taiwan. The Convention dates are July 16-19, 2008,
Clubs will receive an invoice in 2008 but may also pay the fee with 2008
dues if they wish.

* Due to the current exchange rate between the U.S. dollur and the British
pound sterling, S1 dues will be USS6.00 for 2007-2008. This is a 50 cent
increase per member even though S1 dues have not increased.

* Magazine subscription rates remain unchanged. It is $11 in the U.S. and
§15 outside the .S,

* The Board has approved a new procedure that imposes a fee for clubs
that are late paying their dues. Federation dues are due by July 1. Clubs
that have not remitted their dues by August | shall also remit a late fec of
$100. Clubs that have not remitted dues by Sept. 1, shall also remit a late
fee of $150. Only 15 % of our clubs paid dues on time last year. This is a
serous problem that impacts our cash flow, consumes a grest deal ol staff
time and is not a good cxample of being an organization of business and
professional women. The new rule is an incentive for the clubs to act in a
timely manner, assuring that member scrvices like the magazine, website,

voting in elections etc. are being delivered to members and clubs in good
standing,

We have twao excellent opportunitics this summer to gather with

Soroptimist around the world to celebrate our successes and plan for the
future.
